Bang Pa-in Palace: Originally, there was a riverine island. When Prasat Thong became the
Ayuttaya king (1630-1655), . The palace contains five important buildings as follow;

Phra Thinang Aisawan Thippa-at, Thai design castle pavilion stands in the middle of the lake.
Phra Thinang Warophat Phiman, occupies the original site of the Pavilion built during King
Mongkut's reign. It was two storied. One used as the King’s apartment, the other as a reception
hall.
